Students may experience periods of wellness and 

times when symptoms intensify. This variability can affect their attendance, energy levels, and ability 

to engage fully in coursework.

 Cardiovascular conditions 

 Chronic pain conditions (i.e.- Migraines, gastro-intestinal conditions, Arthritis, Fibromyalgia) 

 Diabetes
